ÁA depressant 
ÁComes from organic sources including grapes, grains and berries 
ÁProducts are fermented and distilled into a liquid
ÁIt is carried through the bloodstream to the brain, stomach, internal 
organs, liver, kidneys, muscles ðeverywhere
ÁIt is absorbed very quickly (as short as 5 - 10 min.) 
ÁCan stay in the body for several hours

ÁAlcohol affects every part of the body

slowed motor coordination
hangover
confusion
impaired judgment
impaired motor skills
slurred speech
drowsiness
agitation
tremors
headaches
nausea
stomachache
vomiting
body aches & pains
weight gain
high blood pressure
depressed immune system

Long Term Effects:
damaged vital organs
heart or respiratory failure
vitamin deficiencies
stomach ailments
memory loss
loss of appetite
kidney failure
cirrhosis of the liver
depression
hepatitis
increased risk of cancer
